100 Years of Academician
Volodymyr Ilyich Skurikhin
(1926 —2014)

April 17 marked the 100th anniversary of the birth of Volodymyr Sku-
rikhin, an outstanding scientist in the field of systems engineering and
systems theory, a recipient of State Prizes, an Honored Scientist of Uk-
raine (1981), a full member of the National Academy of Sciences of Uk-
raine (1978), a professor (1972), and a Doctor of Engineering Sciences
(1971) Volodymyr Skurikhin. In 1947, he graduated with honors from
the Ivanovo Power Engineering Institute with a degree in electrical en-
gineering. From 1947, for ten years, he served as a laboratory assistant,
graduate student, assistant professor, and senior lecturer at this institute.
In 1958, Volodymyr Illich moved to Kyiv. From that time on, his entire
scientific career was associated with the Cybernetics Center of the Aca-
demy of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR (now the National Academy of
Sciences of Ukraine), where he successively held the positions of senior

research fellow, scientific secretary, head of department at the Compu-
ting Center of the Academy of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR, head of de-
partment, and deputy director of the V.M. Glushkov Institute of Cyberne-
tics of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine until the International
Research and Training Center for Information Technologies and Systems
was spun off from it in 1997.

Volodymyr Ilyich’s range of scientific interests was very broad and
encompassed program control, automated systems for designing and pro-
cessing experimental data, automated production control systems, inte-
grated automated control systems, the dynamics of production systems,
and information technology.

As a scholar in the field of systems engineering and systems theory,
Volodymyr Skurikhin served as the principal investigator in the develop-
ment of numerous automated control and data processing systems of va-
rious levels and purposes, which were implemented in the national eco-
nomy. He was at the forefront of the creation of Ukraine’s first automated
enterprise management system, “Lviv,” at the Lviv Television Plant,
which implemented a number of technical and planning-economic solu-
tions that were fundamentally new at the time. V.I. Skurikhin devoted
considerable creative effort to the development of effective automated
design systems, which later came to be known by the acronym CAD
(computer-aided design). Volodymyr Ilyich served as the scientific di-
rector of the work to create the CAD systems “Avangard” and “Kontur,”
which were implemented at the Mykolaiv Shipyard. As part of the Mission
Control Center, Academician Skurikhin participated in organizing the
preparation and ensuring flight control for the “Soyuz-Apollo” program.

As a professor, V.I. Skurikhin taught at the Kyiv Polytechnic Institute
for several years. He supervised 7 doctoral candidates and over 40 candi-
dates of science.
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
